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Arrest of China Democracy Party leader in Beijing Confirmed; Free China Movement condemns Chinese Communist Party’s new wave of crack down on democracy activists while the world welcomes the new “leader” of CCP, Hu Jintao.

Washington, DC. Beijing police has detained Mr. He Depu, party head of CDP Beijing Branch since Nov 4, 2002. Mr. He continues to be active in defiance of CCP’s crack down of CDP since 1998. Usually the CCP totalitarian regime will put in jail dissidents during sensitive period of time like CCP Party conference and the visit of foreign head and release them afterwards. Family members start to worry after 20 days of detention and inquired to Beijing Government and were told He’s temporary detention has been changed to other status and He himself has been notified and it’s not necessary to tell family members. “He’s problem is still under investigation and he can’t go home.” He’s Wife, Jia Lianyin was told further by the police. He’s wife was only allowed to send in some winter clothes.

He is a veteran democracy activist since Democracy Wall movement and Xu Wenli’s assistant before Xu’s arrest in 1998

Another dissident Fang Jue, who was also detained at the same time as Mr. He Depu, has not been released either. 

China Democracy Party ask the Chinese government to follow its own laws to notify He’s family members about He’s whereabouts and charges if any against him and release Mr. He Depu according to law.

Free China Movement strongly condemns the new wave of arrest of democracy activists He Depu and Fang Juan and demand Hu Jintao and Chinese government to stop cheating the world by lying “human rights is getting better”. “We can not hope in vain again and again that the Chinese Communist regime will change by itself. The international Community, especially the leader of the Free World has to stand up and take action against this shameless totalitarian regime. The less the international community is doing to free Chinese people from repression, the longer the struggle for the Chinese people to get rid of Communist dictator and achieve a free China!” Stated, Shengde Lian, executive director of Free China Movement.
